Villa Borghese

The ancient world was moulded by an extreme strictness of forms that flourished
anew during Classicism. The Louis XVI style celebrated the beauty of that era.

Typical furniture ornaments of this period such as vertical fluting and rhombus-shaped
elements also characterize the Collection Villa Borghese. All veneered sections are
made from the finest cherry, and the consistent symmetry of the furniture underscores

the top-quality beauty and grace of the carefully crafted finishes.

Voyage

A trip around the world: with Voyage, four variations of doors and drawers may be
chosen from which can decisively change the style of the furniture — from colonial
to classical. Wood, wood with a fluted moulding, leather, including with a crocodile
look, and loom do not just offer an opportunity for a stylistic mix of the Transitional,

they virtually epitomize it.

Eleganza

Natural, classic-contemporary design: the Collection Eleganza stands for a new,
modern elegance. A variety of finishes, colours, and fabrics offer the perfect
opportunity for the Transitional. A variety of details — glass elements, benches with
or without backs, bookcases made of wood or glass — allow adaptation to individual
furnishing desires. The technical equipment and detail solutions, such as the cross
wood grain on doors, side pilasters, and back walls of china cabinets, are a sign of

the artisan quality of this collection.

Luna

The new Collection Luna continues the developments of previous years in a consistent
manner: quotations of historical models are unmistakable, yet they do not dominate.
The characteristic feature of modern furniture is the grooved surfaces of the drawers.
The alternation between convex and concave forms lends the furniture a certain
plasticity, while the interplay between light and shadows provides a very particular
emphasis. Chromed decorative fittings and frosted chrome-coloured metal legs

emphasize the youthfully elegant beauty and grace.
